Literature Paper 2:

○ Revision -

manipulation, Education.

■ Revise characters and their role in the text e.g. Snowball, Napoleon, Old Major, etc.

Revise context of the Russian Revolution.

■ Revise key quotes and their analysis.

● Love and Relationship Poetry: You are to spend approximately 50 minutes here. (30 marks)

○ Question - You will be asked to compare the printed poem with another poem from the

anthology of your choice, looking at a particular theme or attitude.

■ Learn key quotations and their analysis from each poem.

■ Make comparisons between the poems in terms of Language, Structure, Imagery and

themes. -Revise all poems from the relationship section of your poetry anthology.

○ Question - You will be given an unseen poem and a question. You must analyse the poem in

order to answer the question discussing language, structure, imagery and themes of the poems.
